Homework 


Homework will be assigned almost every day. You will receive 10 points for completing each assignment. Homework will be checked at the beginning of class, so you should have your assignments completed BEFORE class starts! You will not receive credit for homework that you do at the beginning of class. 


Unexcused late work will be accepted under the following policy:





All unexcused late work must be made up within a week of the zero with me in order to receive ½ credit (5 points).


You will be given 2 homework passes per trimester. You can use each of these passes to make-up a zero for full credit on an assignment. Each pass that is not used at the end of the trimester will be worth 2 extra credit homework points.











MAKE-UP WORK





It is your responsibility to get make-up work after an absence. 


Visit the absent bin in the back of the classroom upon your return from an absence for handouts, in addition to consulting myself or a classmate to see what you missed.


Turn in assignments to me at the beginning of the hour immediately upon your return in order for it to count for full credit.


You are allowed 1 day make-up time for every day absent.

If you were absent for a test/quiz . . .

The use of class time to make up tests/quizzes is not permitted.


You are expected to see me to schedule a time to make up your test/quiz.
